Hello all, 
 
Spring green up of our bermudagrass on tees, fairways, and rough is finally 
here!!  There are a few things you can do to help out with this process go-
ing into the golf season.  Compaction in the soil from cart traffic is one of 
the most important things to reduce during this time.  Please scatter the 
carts going on and off the cart path to reduce compaction in these areas.  
Also try to not drive on any areas that are lacking turf as this will help us 
with growing more turf.  Another thing that will help with soil compaction 
is using less golf carts if possible.  Meaning a normal foursome of golfers 
should only have 2 golf carts per foursome.  Over the next month or so my 
staff and I will be out aerifying and fertilizing these compacted areas to 
help as well.  Right now we have 2 holes that are cart path only at all times 
and will keep alternating between holes until May which will also help with 
soil compaction so please obey these rules. 
 
Our greens are healing nicely from aerification and will be back to perfect 
shape soon.  We will be topdressing weekly to get them as smooth as possi-
ble as well as spraying fertilizer and growth regulators. 
 
Overall the golf course is in great shape and with a little help from you I 
think we are set up for the best summer yet.  Thank you for your patience 
this winter while we were trimming up trees and cutting trenches but all of 
our hard work will start to show this summer.
